-The CAUSE is the event, action, or decision that is made. It is the WHY.
-The EFFECT is the WHAT. It is the RESULT or CONSEQUENCE of the cause.
*So, think to yourself: WHAT HAPPENED (effect) and WHY DID IT HAPPEN (cause)?

Hollywood Must Stop Glamorizing Smoking in Movies

Tobacco and Hollywood have been longtime partners in advertising. For many years, movie producers accepted payments or other incentives to depict smoking in movies.
